God acted like a
judge who gavels the verdict: it was Saul
and his house who started this ethnic
massacre.
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According to Joshua chapter 9, Israel was
initially deceived into establishing a
covenant with the Gibeonites. Despite this,
God still desires that his people keep the
covenant, because faithfulness and
lovingkindness are attributes of God. God +
values the covenant highly.
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God unleashes punishment during the reign of David
because He knows that David will confront this sin
head on. Even though this was not his personal sin,
the king of Israel was responsible for leading his
people to recognize the consequences of sin, so that
they would remain alert and have a reverent fear of
God born in their hearts. v14b concludes “And they -
did all that the king commanded. And after that God
responded to the plea for the land.”
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Deuteronomy 21:22-23 “And if a man has
committed a crime punishable by death and he is
put to death, and you hang him on a tree, his body
shall not remain all night on the tree, but you shall
bury him the same day, for a hanged man is cursed
by God. You shall not defile your land that the Lord
your God is giving you for an inheritance.”
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Psalm 130:3 “If You, O Lord, should
mark iniquities, O Lord, who could
stand?”
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2 Peter 3:9 “The Lord is not slow to fulfill
His promise as some count slowness, but
IS patient toward you, not wishing that any
should perish, but that all should reach
